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t is just not enough to admire the archi-
Itectural beauty, the service elegance or the
luxury pool to understand the nature of the
Augustus Hotel & Resort in Forte dei Mar-
mi. This place has offered important histori-
cal and cultural roots since the early twen-
tieth century, when the charm of Forte began
to attract prominent figures such as Admiral
Morin, the first owner of Villa Costanza. This,
in 1926, was purchased by the Agnelli family
who stayed there for over thirty years. They
were responsible for one of the villa flagships:
the underpass that connects the property to
the sea. In 1969 the property was purchased
by the Maschietto family, that transformed it
into the Hotel Augustus Lido where the
rooms preserve the original furnishings. The
core of the Resort, formerly Villa Pesenti, is
modern in style. The villa was initially mana-
ged by Augusta Pesenti , patron and benefac-
tor, who had the idea to make it a “de Luxe”
hotel, inheriting the family name, Augustus
Hotel. The Le Peroquet restaurant offers qua-
lity courses and breakfasts on the terrace. In
addition to the Villa Agnelli and Villa Pesen-
ti, the structure now has seven villas with sui-
te treatment immersed in the large park, and
the Nave, wing terrace. To conclude, the
Bambaissa Beach & Restaurant is the exclusi-
ve beach club, where you can enjoy chef
Gianluca Grosso’s fine cuisine. “h
